ST. JUDE BIRTHDAY CORNER
Today, March 11: Lucille Rollins --- the Big 18!

SIN
"Sin is an offense against reason, truth, and right conscience; it is a failure in genuine love for
God and neighbor caused by a perverse attachment to certain goods. It wounds the nature of man
and injures human solidarity. It has been defined as ‘an utterance, a deed, or a desire contrary to
the eternal law.’" —Catechism of the Catholic Church, #1849
"Sins are rightly evaluated according to their gravity. The distinction between mortal and venial
sin, already evident in Scripture, became part of the tradition of the Church. It is corroborated
by human experience." —Catechism of the Catholic Church, #1854
"Mortal sin destroys charity in the heart of man by a grave violation of God’s law; it turns man
away from God, who is his ultimate end and his beatitude, by preferring an inferior good to him."
—Catechism of the Catholic Church, #1855
"For a sin to be mortal, three conditions must together be met: Mortal sin is sin whose object is
grave matter and which is also committed with full knowledge and deliberate consent."
—Catechism of the Catholic Church, #1857
"Mortal sin requires full knowledge and complete consent. It presupposes knowledge of the sinful
character of the act, of its opposition to God’s law. It also implies a consent sufficiently deliberate
to be a personal choice. Feigned ignorance and hardness of heart do not diminish, but rather
increase, the voluntary character of sin." —Catechism of the Catholic Church, #1859
"One commits venial sin when, in a less serious matter, he does not observe the standard prescribed
by the moral law, or when he disobeys the moral law in a grave matter, but without full knowledge
or without complete consent." —Catechism of the Catholic Church, #1862

CAPITAL SINS
"A capital vice is that which has an exceedingly desirable end so that in his desire for it a man
goes on to the commission of many sins all of which are said to originate in that vice as their
chief source." —St. Tomas Aquinas, II-II: 153:4. The traditional “capital sins” are pride (vainglory),
avarice, gluttony, lust, sloth, envy, and anger.

FINAL JUDGEMENT
"Christ is the Lord of eternal life. Full right to pass definite judgment on the works and hearts of
men belongs to him as redeemer of the world. He ‘acquired’ this right by his cross. The Father has
given ‘all judgement to the Son.’ Yet the Son did not come to judge, but to save and to give the
life he has in himself. By rejecting grace in this life, one already judges oneself, receives according
to one’s works, and can even condemn oneself for all eternity by rejecting the Spirit of love." —
—Catechism of the Catholic Church, #679
