LOVE
"In acknowledging the centrality of love, Christian faith has retained the core of Israel's faith,
while at the same time giving it new depth and breadth. The pious Jew prayed daily the words
of the Book of Deuteronomy which expressed the heart of his existence: ‘Hear, O Israel: the Lord
our God is one Lord, and you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your
soul and with all your might’ (6:4-5). Jesus united into a single precept this commandment of
love for God and the commandment of love for neighbour found in the Book of Leviticus: "You
shall love your neighbour as yourself" (19:18; cf. Mk 12:29-31). Since God has first loved us
(cf. 1 Jn 4:10), love is now no longer a mere ‘command’; it is the response to the gift of love
with which God draws near to us. In a world where the name of God is sometimes associated
with vengeance or even a duty of hatred and violence, this message is both timely and significant."

LIFE
"Where the true source of life no longer flows, where people only appropriate life instead of
giving it, wherever people are ready to dispose of unborn life because it seems to take up room
in their own lives, it is there that the life of others is most at risk. If we want to protect life, then
we must above all rediscover the source of life; then life itself must re-emerge in its full beauty
and sublimeness; then we must let ourselves be enlivened by the Holy Spirit, the creative source
of life." —Pope Benedict XVI, Homily, June 3, 2006

CHURCH AND STATE
"The Church cannot and must not take upon herself the political battle to bring about the most
just society possible. She cannot and must not replace the State. Yet at the same time she cannot
and must not remain on the sidelines in the fight for justice. She has to play her part through
rational argument and she has to reawaken the spiritual energy without which justice, which
always demands sacrifice, cannot prevail and prosper. A just society must be the achievement
of politics, not of the Church. Yet the promotion of justice through efforts to bring about openness
of mind and will to the demands of the common good is something which concerns the Church
deeply." —Pope Benedict XVI, in his encyclical God is Love, #28 a

THE ENVIRONMENT
"We cannot use and abuse the world and matter merely as material for our actions and desires;
. . . we must consider creation a gift that has not been given to us to be destroyed, but to become
God's garden, hence, a garden for men and women . . . .
Freedom and responsibility go hand in hand. True freedom is demonstrated in responsibility, in
a way of behaving in which one takes upon oneself a shared responsibility for the world, for
oneself and for others . . . The Holy Spirit . . . makes us sons and daughters of God. He involves
us in the same responsibility that God has for his world, for the whole of humanity. He teaches
us to look at the world, others and ourselves with God's eyes.
